[image: image2.png]Candidates with a major in Elementary Education must complete all course requirements for the Interdisciplinary Program of Studies and
must also have two areas of concentration consisting of 18 semester hours* in each area. This program of study will enable the Delta
State University graduate to earn K-6 certification in the State of Mississippi. Candidates pursuing middle level (7-8) certification must
complete two 21-hour concentrations leading to approved endorsements. A grade of C or higher must be eamned in each course leading to
endorsement. In order to complete the above requirements, it may be necessary to complete more hours than noted in the DSU catalog.
The number of additional hours will vary depending on the concentration chosen.

PROGRAM PLANNING INFORMATION

Check the DSU catalog for prerequisites.

It is recommended that courses be taken in the prescribed sequence.

Candidates should take only six hours of professional education as listed in the catalog before admission to the Teacher
Education Program. CEL 301 will account for three hours. CEL 310 is recommended for the other three hours, if no other
professional education courses have been completed.

In order to be admitted to Teacher Education, a candidate must obtain the following: GPA of 2.5 for general education
coursework; recommendation of Elementary Education faculty based on ratings on Dispositions Rating Scale (DRS) assessments;
satisfactory score on Praxis I; completion of College BASE examination; satisfactory completion of COE Technology Assessment;
and satisfactory completion of Philosophy Statement assessment.

In addition, grade of C or higher must be earned in all elementary coursework (prefix of CEL, CUR, CML, or CRD) and in all
concentration courses leading to endorsement.

Advisors must approve the courses in the two concentrations, including transfer courses. Advisors may approve 100

level courses in science and mathematics. MAT 100, CRD 102, CRD 103, 090 courses, or any other prerequisites for

regular college credit will not be approved.

A course substitution must be approved by the advisor. A course substitution form will be completed by the advisor for

approval by the Division Chair and the Dean of Education.

Candidates must be admitted to Teacher Education in order to enroll in CEL 317, CEL 318, and CEL 497.

The last half of the total hours applied toward graduation must be earned at a senior college. See the Delta State University
Bulletin (transfer credit).

Meet all Praxis requirements prior to student teaching. For students with an ACT composite of 21 or above with no subtest score
lower than 18, the University writing requirement may be satisfied by passing Praxis | Writing, or fulfilling ENG 300 or ENG 301
requirements.
