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The division of Finance & Administration includes the administrative functions and offices of Accounting, Student Business Services, Procurement and Auxiliary Services, Facilities Management, Human Resources, Special Projects, and the university’s outsourced functions, technology management, the bookstore, and food services.  

The economic outlook for Delta State University is closely tied to that of the State of Mississippi.  State appropriations are the single largest source of Education & General funding, 54%.  Moreover, DSU’s governing board, the Institutions of Higher Learning in Mississippi, has adopted a new policy to rebalance state funding through the funding formula, an action that would reduce funding by $5.2M over six years.  Consequently, the prudent use of resources is the order of the day.  In the AY 2007-2008, the University instituted additional cost controls and measures, particularly in energy management and student tuition and billing assessment areas and is planning on implementing several others in AY 2008-2009.  Moreover, the Vice President for Finance & Administration was appointed the Chair of the University Budget Committee, a newly organized entity to develop a long-range strategy to address these funding cuts.  This committee consists of sixteen members of the university community, representing all functions and constituencies.  

In light of these financial circumstances, ambitious goals have been established for each operating unit within Finance & Administration.  These goals include the enhanced use of technology, stronger cost controls, streamlined administrative policies and procedures, increased diversity, and increased external funding.    
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
