Course Description

 This course provides an introduction to the study of maladaptive behavior.  Etiology and definition of disorders in the DSM-5 and the ICD-10 are reviewed, as well as various methods of treatment related to the disorders covered. (3 hours)
Purpose
The purpose of this course is to provide students with a thorough review and understanding of DSM-V diagnoses and the treatment planning process.

Major Course Activities
Diagnosis Research Paper - 100 points

For this assignment, you will select a psychological disorder (or family of disorders) listed in the DSM-5. Write a paper exploring this disorder's application to the counseling profession. This assignment should be 7-8 pages of original content. Your paper must include at least 6 sources from peer-reviewed journals or texts. Title page and reference pages DO NOT count toward the total page count. There will be time in class dedicated to finding and using peer-reviewed sources. Examples of topics: "Addiction in the LGBT population," "Contemporary Treatment of Trauma Related Disorders," "Current Issues in the Treatment of Schizophrenia" Errors in APA Format or grammar can result in a reduction of points. Diagnosis Research Proposal Presentation - 50 points
You will prepare a proposal presentation (maximum 20 minutes) with at least 2 peer reviewed sources describing why you want to conduct research into the topic, and the value for the profession. More discussion will take place in class regarding this assignment. (2.F.2.f; 2.F.3.e; 2.F.7.l)

a. This assignment requires a 2-3 page review of treatment planning in a specific mental health setting. Discuss each aspect of DO A CLIENT MAP as it relates to the setting of choice. Resources should be used to support this discussion.  APA formatting is required for this assignment. (2.F.5.h)
Case Studies (10) - 100 points total (10 points each)
There will be a total of 10 case studies provided in class related to different psychological disorders as identified in your textbook and the DSM-V.
