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Biographical Sketch:

Mary Anderson Carson was the daughter of James Carson. On August 24, 1864 she married Elisha Warfield of Desha County, Arkansas.  Mary Carson Warfield was a writer of novels and the collection includes unpublished novels.  In 1913, she was the Historian of the United Daughters of the Confederacy.  Her daughter, Florence Warfield Sillers, was married Walter Sillers of Rosedale, Mississippi, a farmer and well-respected Mississippi legislator.
