Drury, Bunn, Baird present

1. We resolved that we would submit Duncan’s letter to all chairs on direct engagement as is.  Drury suggested that we might tailor it somewhat but Bunn and Baird strongly disagreed, and Drury ultimately yielded.  Drury resolved to send that to Dr. Lotven later the same week.

2. We discussed, without resolving, having fewer GST 600 Fall events.  The reasons for this are that seven events, as we had this Fall, were simply too many and a situation arose in which three of four consecutive events occurred in a row, inducing fatigue among the GST 600s.  Further, holding many events places the chair under pressure. Drury described the quasi-recruiting effort that is involved in ensuring that enough GST 600s attend each event so as not to embarrass or disappoint the speaker.  The greater the number of events, the more difficult that is, as Drury described it. We discussed having fewer and more notable events that would be considered near-mandatory.

3. We loosely resolved having Richard Houston pitch the GST 600s on GST 100 roughly April 15.  

4. We planned to have Beverly at next meeting (4/6) to begin QEP document/tracking process in earnest.
