TIAI UNIT CONTENTS

The purpose of preparing the TIAI portfolio is to aid the DSU supervisor and cooperating teacher in understanding what the intern has planned for the TIAI unit.  The intern conveys what is to be taught as instructional objectives, detailed procedures for teaching, lists of materials and resources, and evaluation procedures for each objective (minimum). The DSU supervisor directs the writing and planning of the unit, and the cooperating teacher assures effective teaching practices for the class.  The TIAI unit focuses on one class approved by the cooperating teacher.  While preparing the unit, the intern provides draft copies to the cooperating teacher and DSU supervisor.  Approval is required by the DSU supervisor and cooperating teacher before teaching the unit.  Approved copies are given to the cooperating teacher and DSU supervisor a minimum of five school days in advance of teaching the unit (unless changed by the DSU supervisor).  

The following components of each TIAI unit must be prepared and included in a portfolio for Domain I. Planning and Preparation:

1.   Approved topic: TIAI form signed by the cooperating teacher and approved by the DSU Supervisor.

2.  Class description: TIAI form to describe the group of students for which the unit is planned.  Information includes age range, ability range, economic distribution, typical demeanor of students, interests and involvement of students, prior relevant materials studied, classroom description, TIAI unit topic, and general goals.

3.  Lesson plan: TIAI form approved by DSU supervisor

4.  Appendix: copies or descriptions of materials (handouts, study guides, information handouts, transparencies, power point slide, etc.)  Materials such as films, books, laboratory equipment, and computer-based programs may be cited in procedures on the lesson plan without placing them in the appendix.

5.  Appendix: copies of assessment forms (tests, quizzes, progress checks, student questionnaires, rubrics, or other instruments) 

Required DSU forms for preparing the portfolio include the Lesson Plan Form, and Class Description Form. The intern anticipates questions to clarify information and teaching strategies contained in the portfolio. Upon request, the intern shows and explains examples such as scores, information, assessment instruments, etc.  

The DSU supervisor and cooperating teacher evaluate and approve the portfolio before the intern teaches the TIAI unit. Revisions to the portfolio will be made by the intern as directed by the DSU supervisor and cooperating teacher.
