	7. New Business
	A. Establishing criteria for teaching, service, and scholarship by department / division (academic affairs committee). A. Wegmann presented a new resolution that would address many of the issues related to the Common Rubric, the action item that did not pass. He made a motion that voting on the resolution be postponed until members of the FS could fully review it and gather feedback from faculty within their departments. 

B. Going back on the question of allowing that some of the weekly office hours be held virtually using Zoom for instance. S. Groh presented the idea of discussing this now that the university is using Zoom to hold conferences and class time with online students. FS discussed what this would look like and how policy would be developed or revised to allow for virtual office hours to count in place of face-to-face office hours. A distinction was made that these hours would not be additional office hours, but would be counted as part of the overall 10 required office hours. A motion was made (D. Hebert / V. Webster) regarding the development of a committee that would look into this and develop some specifics before further discussion. S. Groh will form the committee and asked for volunteers to let her know they are interested.
